What should | brin%to a food pantr¥?
You do not need to bring any form of ID or
proof of income, address, or citizenship to
receive food. We recommend that you bring
grocery bags.

Can someone else pick up food for me?

Yes. Ifﬁ/ou need someone to pick up food for
you, fill out the Authorized Representative
Form and have that person bring it with them
to the pantry (the form is available online at:
www.marionpolkfoodshare.org/find-food).

What information does a food pantry collect
from me?

You will need to provide your name, city or zip
code, and number of people in your
household. Some pantries request additional
information but providing this is not required
to receive food.

How often can | get food?

Most pantries allow you to come once per
week or as often as they are open. Check with
each individual pantry for their policy.

What do you get in a food box?

Typically, you will receive a variety of fresh
produce, dairy, protein, and shelf-stable
products. Food items will vary.
